BEI is an important introduction to CEP and Intensive English Course, which at NUIS, takes place in a stimulating learning environment
It is divided into six levels on the basis of the results of the placement test (TOEIC BRIDGE). All the freshmen wil| make more effective
progress by learning at the appropriate competence level. Each small class comprised of a total numbering within 20 students maximum
