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OVERVIEW & OBJECTIVES

Students will learn about
basic knowledge of tourism industries such as tourist companies, hotels, airlines, and any related field as well as travel English
This course will be composed of lectures and practices to develop students’ understanding of traveling overseas and English related
to travel business including airlines, travel agency, hotel accommodations. In each class, a topic will be given to students who are
guided into opinions in English. They will boost their confidence in speaking and listening with rich practice using typical travel
situations

This course also includes “Self-directed Learning” as a supplement to classroom learning. Through the course carried out as part
of this class, students also acquire the ability to take responsibility for their own studies. This experience in the course helps
them become proactive and autonomous language learners who are capable of effectively learning the foreign languages they choose as
part of basic education, or the language they will be using while studying abroad the second semester of this year.
